Rio Blanco County 4-H Participation Policy ς Reminder for New Year 

All members of all 4-H clubs (i.e. sewing or a livestock club) must meet a minimum meeting attendance of at least 50% 

of all their club meetings in order to exhibit and/or sell their projects in the 4-H portion of the County Fair. There will 

be no excused absences due to work, family or school activities. Medical excuses with doctors note or attendance at 

another 4-H activity will be accepted as an excused absence.  

(EXAMPLE: If a club has six meetings, the youth must attend three. If the club has seven meetings, they must attend 

four. The actual number of meetings, what takes place, etc., will be up to each club leader. The policy is simply to 

attend at least 50% of all club meetings.)  

Colorado State University recognizes 4-H enrollment on a 365-day basis. All youth who wish to enroll in the Rio Blanco 

County 4-H program may do so at anytime. However because of other deadlines, such as Wholesome Quality Meat 

Assurance Training, animal ownership, and club enrollment deadlines, youth enrolling in RBC 4-H after those deadlines 

may not be able to participate in all activities. Project drop deadline is June 1st.  All returning enrollments submitted 

after Feb 1st will be assessed a $10 late fee. New enrollments are accepted at any time without a late fee. 

RIO BLANCO COUNTY CLUB MEMBERSHIPS: All members are encouraged to participate in a project and/or community 

club. If you choose to participate in 4-H through independent membership you must meet all 4-H independent 

membership guidelines set by Colorado State University as well as RBC policies. Therefore, independent members must 

(A) attend 50% of the Council meetings (January-July) or (B) develop a written alternative plan that must be approved 

by an Extension Agent before youth are officially enrolled.

when the youth may not be able to provide the necessary care for the animal at a particular time, as in illness, short

care. As a 4-H member in the Rio Blanco County 4-H program you are subject to a random project check at anytime 

to verify primary care. If found in a random check that this rule is not being followed the youth will not be in good 

standings with the Rio Blanco 4-H program, disqualifying them from all county, regional, and state shows.  

 Colorado 4-H implemented a change in the helmet rule for equestrian projects to add gymkhana events to the 

mandatory helmet use rule. The policy change took effect October 1, 2006. The policy states: "A certified equestrian 

helmet with safety harness fastened in place is required in over fences classes, and gymkhana events, activities and 

practice sessions. It is the responsibility of the parent or guardian of the 4-H member to see that the headgear worn 

complies with such standards and is in good condition. The State 4-H office encourages the use of ASTM certified/SEI 

approved safety helmets in all equine events. Protective headgear may be used in all classes and shall not be 

discriminated against."

OBJECTIVES :  To give 4 -H'ers who are new to the game, 

as well as seasoned veterans, an 
opportunity to develop skills in 
showmanship.  To provide an area to 
demonstrate skills and to start the new 4 -H 
calf on it's way to the show ring.  

 
SPECIAL NOTE:    All State Qualifier animals wishing to attend the Colorado State Fair must call 

and inform the office. Your tagging will be specific (time) to accommodate 

the optic scanner  protocol .  

 
RULES:  

1.       Show is open to Rio Blanco County 4 -H and FFA members with steer projects.   
 

2.  All steers will be weighed in and tagged between 10:00 AM and 12:00 Noon at 
the Rio Blanco County Fairgrounds on Sunday. This weigh - in will establish the 
beginning weight for the Rate -of -Gain Contest.    

 

Note:  Rangely calves will be weighed in at the Feeder show in Meeker 

(February 21 st ) or Monday afternoon, February 22 nd  in Rangely from 

3:00 until 5:30. Contact Bill for more information or questions.   Rangely 
youth may attend the Meeker show and watch or bring their calves and weigh -
in officially there instead of Rangely.   

         
3.  Breeding projects are also encouraged to attend and show.  

 
CLASSES:  Starting at 1:00.  NOTE:  The judge will be instr ucted that cleanliness as evidenced 

by brushing and combing is to be considered.  Stains, etc., which require washing to 
remove are not to be considered.  Therefore, steers need not be trimmed or clipped. 
CLIPPED STEERS WILL RECEIVE NO PREFERENCE OVER BRUS HED CATTLE. 

Appropriate weight classes will be set up on the day of the show. Prizes will be 
awarded.  We will divide classes into steers by weight and breeding heifers.  

 

SHOWMANSHIP:  Demonstrations for youth will take place starting at 11:30.  
 
LUNCH:  Lunch will include pizza provided by the Extension office from 12:00 Noon to 1:00 p.m.
