It was a
lot of fun talking to everyone and meeting more
new friends. | hope to become the best archer |
can.”

The girls have made lifelong friends, memaories,
and goals though their journey with archery.
They have a lot of support with archery and a
great appreciation. The girls are planning on
shooting their bows from Compton Traditional
Bow hunters “for a long, long time,” says Anna.
They even hope to be good enough to teach
others how to shoot someday.
